Use a button in the application bar to quickly switch
your view configuration—side by side, top and
bottom, or however you wish (in InDesign,
Photoshop, and lllustrator).

To
share your screen with colleagues and clients, choose File > Share My Screen from Adobe
CS4 components, such as Photoshop CS4 Extended or Flash CS4 Professional, or choose
File > Collaborate > Share My Screen from Adobe Acrobat 9 Pro. Guests can then see your
desktop on their screens as you work. You can exchange ideas using the chat pod, add a live
video or audio feed, or use the Whiteboard feature to enable guests to comment on content.
