Adobe PDF is also supported by the Health Level 7 (HL7) standards 
used in the hospital information systems (HIS), radiology information systems (RIS), and 
laboratory information systems (LIS) that are the cornerstone of modern medicine. �e Adobe 
and DesAcc solution provides Acrobat 8 Professional with the same functionality as PACS:
