
Medium Additional Terms 

Effective as of March 19, 2020. Replaces all prior versions. 

These Additional Terms govern your use of Medium and are incorporated into the Adobe General Terms of Use 
(“General Terms”) located at www.adobe.com/go/terms (these Additional Terms and the General Terms are 
collectively referred to as “Terms”). Capitalized terms not defined here have the same meaning as defined in the 
General Terms.  

1. Equipment and Use. Certain hardware is required to use Medium (i.e., a virtual reality headset).  

2. Precautions and Discomfort. Use of Medium on a hardware device may raise the possibility of the following 
symptoms: seizures; loss of awareness; eye strain; eye or muscle twitching; involuntary movements; altered, 
blurred, or double vision or other visual abnormalities; dizziness; disorientation; impaired balance; impaired 
hand-eye coordination; panic or anxiety attack; excessive sweating; increased salivation; nausea; 
lightheadedness; discomfort or pain in the head or eyes; drowsiness; fatigue; or any symptoms similar to motion 
sickness. The symptoms may occur while experiencing virtual reality. We reserve the right, in our sole discretion, 
to disable your access to or ability to use Medium if we believe there is a health and safety risk. We will not incur 
any liability or responsibility if we choose to disable your ability to use any or all portion(s) of Medium. 
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
